Alternatively a teacher may make a recommendation on behalf of the student in lieu of an 
essay.  

• Copy of your most recent high school transcript or summary of recent grades (if available). We 
understand this may not be possible for life-long learners.  

• A copy of acceptance (letter or email) into the post‐secondary institution
